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THE USE OF STEM CELL THERAPY IN 
NEUROLOGICAL ILLNESS.
With reference to recent media coverage, the IICN wishes to state that there is no current scientific evidence to support the therapeutic use of stem cells in human neurological disease. To suggest otherwise is exploitative and misinforms. The IICN condemns in the strongest possible terms the current practice of stem cell therapy for neurological disease. 

Neurodegenerative conditions are currently not curable.  The IICN is confident that well-governed scientific research will provide evidence based treatment in the future. 

The IICN stresses that scientific breakthroughs come through painstaking, reproducible scientific research which puts patient safety as a minimum standard and which is done in a regulated, properly governed and ethical manner. 
The IICN is a registered charity representing all clinicians active in the neurosciences in Ireland.

The aims of the IICN are to promote and enhance good clinical practice, to support clinical and basic scientific research of relevance to clinical neuroscience, and to enhance neuroscience teaching and education in Ireland.
