Elinor Ben-Menachem, MD, PhD, is Professor of Neurology and Epilepsy at the Institute for Clinical Neurosciences, Sahlgrenska Academy, Göteborg, Sweden.  During 30 years in practice, she has contributed significantly to clinical trial programs of most recently developed AEDs and vagal nerve stimulation and to their approval in Europe and the USA. She has also made significant contributions in understanding the mechanisms of action of developing AEDs. She has received the Ambassador for Epilepsy award from the International League Against Epilepsy 2005 and the American Epilepsy Society Service Award 2008
Dr Ben-Menachem received her medical degree and training as well as her PhD degree in neurology from the Institute for Clinical Neurosciences, Sahlgrenska Academy, Göteborg, Sweden. From 1982 to 1983, Prof. Ben-Menahcem completed her postdoctoral fellowship in epilepsy at UCLA, Los Angeles.

Dr Ben-Menachem is a member of the Therapeutic Strategies Commission of the International League Against Epilepsy (ILAE), Chairman of the Annual Course Committee at the American Epilepsy Society 2007-2008, International Liaison Committee and the Antiepileptic Drug Task Force of the American Epilepsy Society, and the Course Director for the European Federation of Neurology for 2007. She is also Chair of the ILAE Subcommission for Antiepileptic Drug Guidelines and is currently vice chair of the Annual Meeting of the American Epilepsy Society and a member of the Educational Council of the American Epilepsy Society. She serves as Chief Editor of Acta Neurologica Scandinavica since 2001. 

Dr Ben-Menachem is an invited lecturer and visiting professor at numerous universities and hospitals worldwide, and she is the author or coauthor of over 100 original articles and over 30 review articles and book chapters.
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
