The Irish Institute of Clinical Neuroscience welcomes applications for the IICN/Biogen Idec Trainee Publications Prize in Clinical Neuroscience. The Prize will be awarded in December 2011

Conditions

1. The Prize will be administered by the IICN which will invite applications as outlined. 
2. Eligible candidates will be trainees at Registrar and Specialist Registrar grade in clinical neuroscience in Ireland (North and South).
3. The Prize will be awarded for the most outstanding publication or series of publications in peer reviewed journals in the previous calendar year. (2010)
4. The inclusion of other publications such as book chapters may also be considered, at the discretion of the assessors.
5. Applications must be submitted on or before Friday, November 4th, 2011.
6. Review of applications will be conducted by assessors appointed by IICN and scored according to recognized quality factors including impact factors. Assessors will then recommend a prize winner(s) to the IICN.

7. The IICN Council will award the prize fund on the basis of the assessors’ recommendation, the total prize to be 5,000 euro
8. The prize may be divided and awarded in three broad categories – 
(a)   Neurology 
(b)  Neurosurgery 
(c)   Other Neuroscience Areas, including paediatric neurology, neurophysiology, neuropathology neuro-radiology etc. 
Prizes may be awarded in one or all of the categories depending on the judged quality of submissions as assessed by reviewers.

9. Biogen Idec will be invited to participate in presenting the award to the successful applicant(s).
